


Athens, Greece: HUG (Fall, Spring, Summer) Athens offers the historic shop-filled old town Plaka, 
the grand architecture of the Parthenon on the Acropolis, and the alluring beauty of surrounding 
islands. Students stay in Harding’s apartment-style resort located in Porto Rafti, which is considered the most beautiful harbor in all of Greece. Tours to 
Corinth, Delphi, Sounion, Olympus, Israel, Turkey and Egypt are typically included in the program, as well as a Mediterranean cruise. Emphasis is given 
to sites of biblical interest.

Brisbane, Australia: HUA (Fall, even years) The HUA semester begins with a trip to one or more Asian countries. Students then fly to Sydney, Australia, 
a cultural center brimming with museums, classical music, theater and architectural wonders. While in Sydney, students are given a professional tour 
of the Opera House. Other program field trips are planned to the Australian Outback, the South Pacific which includes the Great Barrier Reef, and 
the South Island of New Zealand. HUA students live in condominiums alongside the Gold Coast and, when not in classes, often spend their free time 
shopping in Brisbane, snorkeling, surfing or studying.

France: HIP (Spring, even years) Starting in the historic French city of Reims, home to one of the most exquisite gothic cathedrals in Europe, students 
live in apartments, experience the day-to-day life of the French people, and have ample opportunity to practice their language skills. The program 
conducts intensive classes before the midterm free-travel period. A Eurail pass is provided for this experience. After the extended stay in Reims, the HIP 
program relocates to Paris, known as La Ville-Lumiere, where classes and studies are completed in the focal point of French culture. During the semester, 
students enjoy a field trip to Switzerland. 

Florence, Italy: HUF (Fall, Spring, Summer) HUF students live in an authentic 16th-century villa and eat 
Tuscan meals prepared by our Italian cooks. They bargain in outdoor markets, learn to speak Italian, and 
visit Cinque Terre, Rome and Southern Italy on program field trips. A Eurail pass provides students extensive 
travel opportunities throughout Europe.

Latin America: HULA (Spring) HULA students live and study in apartments in Viña del Mar, a seaside 
resort city located 70 miles northwest of Santiago. The program includes study of the Spanish language and 
culture and Latin American history. Several extensive field trips include Santiago, Easter Island (the most 
remote land mass on earth), the Lake District of Chile, Torres del Paine, the Atacama Desert region, and the 
ancient Inca civilization of Machu Picchu, Peru.

London, England: HUE (Fall) Living in apartments in central London, HUE students experience one of the 
world’s largest and most cosmopolitan cities. London’s jewels include Hyde Park, the National Gallery, the 
Theater District and the acclaimed British Museum. Periodic field trips outside of London allow students to visit 
other important historical and literary sites, such as Bath, Cambridge, Dublin, Edinburgh, the Lake District, 
Paris, Stratford-on-the-Avon, and Stonehenge during their semester abroad.

Namwianga Mission, Zambia: HIZ (Fall) The goal of this program is to help students understand the 
missionary needs of Africa while experiencing Zambia first hand. Students live in a compound that holds the 
George S. Benson Teachers College as well as an elementary and high school, medical clinic, orphanage, and a 
“haven” for infants and toddlers who have lost their mothers to AIDS. The classes offered relate directly to the 
world the students have entered. Students have Tonga lessons, African history and African literature, and listen 
to several guest lecturers, including a converted witch doctor. Students take a tour of East Africa where they have the opportunity to go on a safari, tour 
Victoria Falls and Lake Victoria, travel through Kenya, and stop at mission points all along the way. Due to the nature of the program, students must go 
through a screening process before they are accepted.

Semester-Long Programs

We believe in the importance of a global education. We offer no less. That is 
why 40 percent of students from each graduating class participate in a study-

abroad program at one of our seven international campuses.

Special six-week SUMMER programs include study in:
•     London, for upper-level business majors
•     Scotland, for pre-student teachers
•     London, with emphasis in music and theater
•     Zambia, for graduate-level speech-pathology students

Applications for Harding’s 
International Programs are accepted 
at any time from prospective 
participants. The non-refundable 
application fee is $400*. At the time 
of participation, students must have 
completed a minimum of 27 semester 
hours with a grade point average of 
2.0* or higher. (*HIZ is a selective 
program that requires an application 
fee of $425 and a 2.5 GPA. Programs 
and fees are subject to change.)
